If the house has an EPC of A-C 
this is great news because it 
means your home is already 
fairly / very energy efficient.

If your property has 
a valid EPC and no 
recommendations for further 
loft / wall insulation, then you 
may be eligible for the Boiler 
Upgrade Scheme which could 
provide up to £7,500 towards 
a sustainable heating system 
to replace your current fossil 
fuel heating.
